        Advancement via 
Individual Determination, 
or AVID, is a program 
that prepares first gen-
eration students for col-

lege. The kids involved in 
this program have a lot 
of potential, but in one 
way or another are 
struggling with academic 
issues. AVID helps stu-

dents get organized and 

fully commit to their edu-
cation. All students in 
AVID must have 80% or 
better attendance, a GPA 
of 2.0 -  3.5, be first gen-
eration college bound 
students, and -- most im-

portantly -- must be will-
ing to commit to their 
education. Each student 
who is involved in this 
program spends one 
class period a day with 
his/her AVID adviser to 

discuss issues that they 

need help resolving.  

       While in class, the 
advisers check all stu-
dentsô binders to make 
sure they are turning in 

all of their homework. "It 
is very important that all 
the students in AVID 
build a sense of commu-

nity and learn to depend 
on each other," stated 
Mrs. Davis, one of the 
AVID advisers here at 
Ogden High. Having an 

AVID class period helps 
the students strengthen 
their relationships with 
each other. "AVID keeps 
me on track of things. 
Turning in my assign-

ments and doing my 

work is easier if you have 
someone to help you," 
said Evelyn Vazquez , a 
junior involved in her 
second year of AVID.  

       Not only does this 
program help students 

become more organized, 
but it encourages them 
to not give up on educa-
tion. Sophomore Amalia 
Gomez  had this to say 
about the program: 
"With the help of loved 

ones, I was encouraged 
to go back to school after 
I had decided to drop out 
my eighth grade year. 
The AVID program is 
helping me accomplish 

my goal of finishing 
school." Along with help-
ing students finish high 
school, AVID hopes that 

many, if not all, of the 
students involved will go 
on to attend at least four 
years of higher educa-
tion. "One of the reasons 

I joined AVID was be-
cause I want to go to 
college. AVID helps us 
apply for scholarships 
and take advantage of 
the resources being of-

fered to us," said Chan-

tyl Child.  

      After working so 
hard, students involved 
in this program get to 
take a tour of a college, 
have team building exer-
cises, and get a chance 

to listen to guest speak-
ers to further motivate 
them. "We have lots of 
fun doing our community 
service projects, and 
overall itôs really helpful 
to have people to en-

courage you not to give 
up on yourself," stated 
Perla Ignacio -- a junior 
at Ogden High. If you
